Queen Anne's Revenge was the flagship of Edward Teach, also known as

“Blackbeard,” during the period known as the “Golden Age of Piracy.” Prior to its
capture by pirates, the ship was called La Concorde and was used to transport
1,265 African men, women, and children from West Africa to the New World to
be sold into slavery. Discovered in 1996, the site is of international importance
and is the second-oldest shipwreck discovered in North Carolina. The remains
lay relatively undisturbed since the vessel ran aground in 1718. The shipwreck
was located in 1996 about one mile off Shakleford Banks near the Beaufort Inlet.

Relatively intact archaeological remains provide
f substantial insights into early 18th-century marine
@ activities in the New World, including naval
- armament and warfare, cannons, small weapons,
* ship tools for construction and repair, colonial
provisioning, medical items and shipboard life.
A, Since the project began in 1996, archaeologists
f have recovered hundreds of thousands of
§| artifacts. Elise estimated they were approximately
e 60% through the evacuation from the ocean floor.
Artifacts that have been found, x rayed, cleaned, researched, preserved and
recorded before they are reIeased to the off|C|aI repository, the North Carolina
Maritime Museum in Beaufort.
